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THE RULES OF WAIHI BEACH DIRT TRACK CLUB (INCORPORATED)  

AMENDED RULES AUGUST 2008  

1.   The Name of the club is "Waihi Beach Dirt Track Club (Incorporated)"  

2.   The object for which the club is established is:  

a.  To function as dirt track Club consisting of persons interested in dirt track 

racing in and about the vicinity of Waihi Beach or elsewhere and to de velop 

better acquaintance, good fellowship and closer comradeship among dirt track 

racing drivers.  

b.  To purchase, hire or provide for the Club and its members Clubhouse, sheds, 

machinery, vehicles trailers and other facilities and such gear, accoutrements 

and other things and appurtenances as may be necessary for or may be 

conveniently used in connection with the affairs of the Club.  

c.  To foster, cultivate and promote the social welfare of members by providing, 

equipping and furnishing Clubrooms and organising social activities and generally 

to promote and forward the interests and welfare of the Club and its members in 

Waihi Beach district and elsewhere.  

d.  To cause the club to become affiliated with any motor racing parent Association 

whether incorporated or not,  whose objects are altogether or in part similar to 

those of this Club and to secede from such affiliation or to otherwise co -operate with 

any such Association.  

e.  To send a delegate or delegates to any Association or body to which this Club is 

affiliated.  

f.  To employ staff full time or part time on such terms as the Management 

committee think fit.  

g.  To purchase, take on lease or in exchange or hire or otherwise hold mortgage 

and dispose of any real or personal property and any rights and privileges which 

the Club  shall think necessary or expedient for the purposes of attaining the 

objects of the Club or any of them.  

h.  To sell, lease, hire or otherwise dispose of any real or personal property or any 

interest therein of the Club and to surrender any lease held by it o n such terms 

and conditions as the Management Committee deems fit.  

i.  To keep authentic records of all matters as shall assist in the promotion of the 

above objects or any of them.  

j.   

k.  To do such things as is incidental or conducive to the attainment of the abov e 

objects or any of them.  

3. Members  

a.  The membership shall consist of active members and honorary members, both 

male and female.  

b.  The signatories to the Rules shall be the first active members.  

c.  Membership of the Club shall not confer on any member hereof any  estate or 

proprietary right, interest or share in the funds and property of the Club, nor shall 

any member be personally liable for any of the liabilities of the Club.  

4.  Membership: Classification and New Members  

a.  All members shall be entitled to all of the privileges of the Club and shall be 

entitled to vote at any meeting of the Club,  

b.  All new members shall be admitted to the Club by the Management Committee only 

Application for shall be made on the prescribed form an every applicant must be 

recommended by an active member of the Club who will also sign his or her name 

on the prescribed form. Such application for member ship shall be dealt with at the 

next Management Committee meeting. On the election of each new member, 
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the Secretary shall notify the fac t of his or her election to him or her.  
 

5.Life Members  
Any person nominated for life membership are to be nominated by the committee 

and put forward to the members at a special general meeting or at an annual 

general meeting for acceptance.  

A member wi th life membership shall have full club privileges without payment of 

subscription as reward for services rendered to the Club. (This need not be an 

annual award).  

6. Control of Members  
a.  The committee may at any time by letter invite any member within a sp ecified 

time to resign for breach by him or her of these Rules or any by -  laws or 

regulations hereunder or for being guilty of misconduct injurious or prejudicial to 

the character, welfare or interest of the Club and in default of withdrawal from the 

Club to submit the question of his or her expulsion to a special meeting of the 

Management Committee to be held within three weeks after the date specified in 

the letter as the date before which he or she shall have been invited to resign. 

The member whose expu lsion is sought shall have notice of such meeting and of 

the grounds on which it is sought toe expel him or her. At such meeting the 

member whose expulsion is under consideration shall be allowed to offer an 

explanation of his or her conduct verbally or in  writing and if thereupon 75% of 

the committee vote for his or her expulsion he or she shall thereupon cease to be 

a member of the Club provided that the voting at any such special committee 

meeting shall be by ballot if not less than two members present t hreat so 

demand. It shall be in the power of the Management Committee to exclude such 

members form all meetings and events of the Club and the Clubhouse and 

grounds until such special committee meeting shall be held.  

b.  The power to expel shall include the po wer to suspend any member guilty of 

misconduct described in the preceding paragraph or to deprive of any benefits or 

privileges of membership any member for so long as the Management 

Committee shall think fit and the provisions of the next preceding clause  hereof 

shall mutatis mutandis apply to proceedings for any such suspension of deprivation 

of benefits or privileges of membership.  

7. Resignation  

Any member may resign his or her membership on payment of any fees then due 

by giving written notice to that effect to the Secretary.  

8.. Membership Fees  
a.  Annual membership fees which shall be due and payable on or before 30

th
 

September in each year, with a penalty fee of $25 to be applied after this date, or 

on election to membership shall be payable according t o such scale and 

conditions as are fixed at each Annual General Meeting.  

b.  A member may pay and enter more than one class with an additional half 

membership fee for every class thereafter.  

c.  Those members who fail to give a written resignation to the Secretary  prior to the 

last day in September in any year shall be liable for the fee for the current year.  

9. Default in Payment of Fees  

No member whose membership fee is in arrears may speak or vote at any 

meeting of the Club. If default in payment of fees shall be continued for seven 

days after application therefore by any member of the Management 

Committee the Management Committee shall have the power to strike the name 

of such defaulting member off the membership roll of the Club.  

10 .Annual General Meeting  
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The Club shall hold an Annual General Meeting in the month of either June or July 

in each year (of which fourteen days notice shall be given by circular to each 

member) for the purpose of elections of officers,  Treasurers statement of 

receipts and expenditur e and Balance Sheet and transaction of any other 

general business of the Club.  

11. Special General Meeting  

A Special General Meeting of the Club shall be called by the Secretary within ten  

days after receiving a requisition signed by three members of the M anagement  

Committee or ten active members. A notice calling such meeting and stating the  

business to be dealt with shall be given to each member by circular fourteen days 

before the date of such meeting.  

12.Management Committee  

a.  The officers who shall cons titute the Management Committee shall consist of a 

President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and nine (9) committee members, 

at of whom shall be elected (by ballot if necessary) at each Annual General 

Meeting. if a Secretary/Treasurer is elected then  another member may be 

elected to the Management Committee.  

b.  Seven (7) members of the Management Committee shall form a quorum.  

c.  Any member of the Management Committee who fails to attend four consecutive 

meetings of such Committee unless he or she furnished  satisfactory reasons for 

such absence shall cease to be a member of such committee.  

d.  in the event of any office becoming vacant, such vacancy shall be filled by the 

remaining members of the Management Committee.  

e.  The President or any two members of the Mana gement Committee shall have 

power at all times to instruct the Secretary to call a meeting of the Management 

Committee.  

f.  The Management Committee shall have power to frame rules and regulation for 

the use of the Club's equipment and gear and for dirt track racing and to alter or 

vary same when necessary.  

g.  The Management Committee shall have power to make by -  laws and to alter or 

rescind them as occasion may require and such by -  laws shall have the same 

effect as the rules of the Club provided they are not inc onsistent therewith.  

h.  The Management Committee may from time to time raise or borrow or secure the 

payment of any sums of money for the purposes of the Club.  

i.  The Management committee may raise or secure the payment or repayment of 

such monies in such manner  upon such terms and conditions in all respects as it 

may think fit and in particular by the issue of Debentures charged upon all or part 

of the property of the Club.  

j.  Management Committee meetings shall be held at such times at such places as the 

Committee  from time to time deems fit and the Secretary shall give notice to each 

member thereof of the intention to hold such a meeting.  

k.  The funds of the Club shall be kept by the Honorary Treasurer under the 

supervision of and in such place and manner as shall be  determined by the 

committee. The committee shall have power to expend the Club funds in such 

manners as they think fit in accordance with the rules and objects of the Club 

and to invest any monies not in the meantime required in such investments as 

shall form time to time be authorised by law for the investment of trust funds.  

13.Quorum  

Twenty (20) members actually present shall constitute a quorum at the Annual 

General Meeting and all Special General Meetings.  

14.Absence of Quorum  

If within half an hour  from the time appointed for the meeting a quorum of 
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members is not present, the meeting if convened upon the requisition of 

members shall be dissolved. In any other case it shall stand adjourned to some 

convenient time and place to be determined by a majo rity of the members then 

present and if at such an adjourned meeting a quorum of members as provided for 

in clause thirteen hereof is not present, the members then present shall constitute 

a quorum.  

15.Method of Voting  

The voting at all meetings shall be open, i.e.: there will be a show of hands or 

by ballot if demanded by two or more members present. The Chairman shall 

have a casting vote.  

16.President  

The President of the Club shall be chairman at all General Meetings and all 

Management Committee Meetin gs at which he shall be present and in his 

absence the meeting shall elect to chair any Vice President who may be present 

or failing a Vice President any other member of the Club or committee as the case 

may be.  
17.Secretary and Treasurer  

a.  The positions o f Secretary and Treasurer may be held by one or two members of 

the Club as decided at the Annual General Meeting.  

b.  The Secretary shall convene and attend all General and Special General 

Meetings both of the Club and Management Committee and keep regular and  

correct minutes of the same and shall have the custody of all papers and 

documents of the Club and the Common Seal and shall conduct all 

correspondence.  

c.  The Treasurer shall keep proper books of account in respect of the Club finances 

and shall receive and  disburse all monies keeping an account in the name of the 

Club into which all monies not required for current use shall be promptly paid. 

Such account shall be operated on by the President signing conjointly with the 

Treasurer or either of them conjointly  with a committee member. The Treasurer 

shall submit to each Annual General Meeting a statement of accounts for the 

past year which shall have been previously audited and signed by the Auditor 

elected for that purpose.  
18.Pre -viewer  

The Pre -viewer shall b e elected at each Annual General Meeting. He or she shall 

preview the books of the Club and shall when satisfied with the correctness of the 

statement of account append his or her certificate thereto.  

19.Winding up  

A majority of the members present at the  Annual General Meeting or a Special 

General Meeting convened for that purpose may resolve that the Club be wound 

up as from the date the resolution is passed and may also direct the disposition of 

the funds and property of the Club after the winding up th ereof which shall be in 

any manner calculated to encourage the sport of dirt track racing. Such 

resolution shall be confirmed at a subsequent Annual or Special General Meeting 

called together for that purpose and held not earlier than thirty days after the  

date on which the resolution so to be confirmed was passed.  

If upon the winding up or dissolution there remains after satisfaction of all debts 

and liabilities any property whatsoever the same shall not be paid or distributed 

among its members but shall b e given or transferred to some other body having 

similar objects or for some other charitable organization or purpose within New 

Zealand.  
20.  Alteration of Rules  

No alterations or suspension of or additions to or revisions of the Rules shall be 
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made excep t at a Special or Annual General Meeting. Any member wishing to 

propose any alterations or suspension of or additions to or revisions of the Rules 

shall give notice in writing of such intention to the Secretary who shall give at 

least seven days notice to members and shall set forth in such notice the 

proposed alterations or suspensions of or additions to or revisions of the Rules. 

Any such alteration or suspensions of or additions to or revisions of the rules must 

be carried by a majority.  

No addition to o r alteration of the non -profit aims, personal benefit or the winding 

up clauses shall be approved without the approval of Inland Revenue. The 

provisions and effect of this clause shall not be removed from this document and 

shall be included and implied in any replacement document.  
21.  Seal  

The Common Seal shall be kept at the registered office of the Club and in the 

custody of the Secretary and shall be fixed only by resolution of the Management 

Committee and in the presence of two members of such committee  and the 

Secretary.  

22 .Liability of Officers  

The President of any other officer of the Club who may by the authority of the 

Management Committee accept or incur any pecuniary liability on behalf of the 

Club shall be held indemnified by the Club against an y personal loss in respect of 

such liability and this indemnity shall extend to any obligations incurred by any 

officer or member of the Club provided that the Management Committee or Club 

shall by resolution ratify or confirm the action of such officer or  member.  
 

23.Pecuniary Gain 

No member shall derive any pecuniary gain except as a salaried officer from any 

of the property or operations of the Club.  

No member or associated person shall participate in or materially influence any 

decision made in respect  of the payment to or on behalf of that member or 

associated person of any income, benefit or advantage whatsoever. Any such 

income paid shall be reasonable and relative to that which would be paid in an 

arms length transaction.  
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RULES AND REGULATIONS APPLICABLE TO ALL COMPETITORS  
COMPETING AT THE WAIHI BEACH DIRT TRACK CLUB INC  

GENERAL RULES  

G1 Membership  

a .(i)  All competitors must be members of the Waihi Beach Dirt Track Club Inc. This  

includes ladies and mechanics. Any monies paid to compl y with regulations for 

eligibility to race are non refundable.  

(ii)  Full members are entitled to 1 x racing number for 1 x Saloon class or 

Modifieds and/or Specials.  

(iii)  Associated members are entitled to drive in ladies or mechanics races.  

Any Person between the a ges of 12 to 15 wishing to be a  

b. passenger in a race vehicle must carry out the following:  

(i)  Complete a passenger form at the tower on race day and have their parent or 

legal guardian sign the form.  

(ii)  The passenger must be secured in the vehicle to the offi cials and the clerk 

of the courses satisfaction.  

(iii)  Crash helmets must fit in a proper manner and comply with all safety 

standards.  

c.  All race vehicles to pay one race fee for each class they are entered in each 

race meeting  

d.           Only financial clu b members, not including day licence drivers, are entitled to 

race10  

or 15 lap class trophy races.  

d.  Mini Stock membership is to be limited to 24 paid members.  

G2.Drivers  

Any person wishing to be a competitor at our track  must be of legal drivers age 

or ove r and have a drivers licence or have held one. New drivers without prior 

racing experience will start at the rear of the grid until they prove their 

competence to the Clerk of the Course.  

G3.Disputes  

a.  If any driver wishes to dispute a result or incident th ey must take their dispute 

firstly to the class representative, who will then present their case to the Clerk of 

the Course.  

b.  Any and all disputes arising during a race meeting must be brought to the 

attention of the Clerk of the Course by the driver and th e class rep. The decision 

of the Clerk of the Course will be final at the completion.  

c.  Any driver who assaults or abuses the officials or other competitors will be 

barred from competing in any remaining events and if the assault or abuse is 

severe, will be barred from entering any event for the remainder of the season. 

This will be implemented at the discretion of the committee.  

G4 Drivers Briefing  

a.  All drivers must attend the drivers briefing at each meeting.  

b.  Drivers briefing shall be held before the first race.  

c.  The clerk of the course shall conduct all drivers' briefings and he is to inform 

drivers of the track conditions and any other relevant information . 

G5 Clerk of the Course  

The clerk of the course has the power to disqualify a competitor either of hi s or 

her points, placings or participation in further races for failure to observe the 
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statutory rules.  

G6 Club Captain  

This person shall be nominated by the Management Committee as a 

representative of the club members during race days and other events, a nd who is 

invited to  attend committee meetings as a non -voting member.  

 

 

TRACK RULES  

T1 Scrutineering/Sign up  

a.  AU cars will be required to be scrutineered no later than 11 am by the official car 

checker, working to the rules covering car construction, safe ty and classification.  

b.  Cars requiring scrutineering after 11am shall be fined $10.00.  

c.  No vehicle is permitted on the track until passed by the car checker as being up to 

standard.  

d.  A small sticker shall be attached to the roof in the right hand corner on pa ssing 

scrutineering.  

e          All drivers, including ladies and mechanics, must sign  up by 10am. Late entries  

 to be accepted at the discretion of the race organisers.  

F The car checker has the final word on what class cars will race in each day  

g  For a class to exist there must be three paid up members  

T2  Flags  

a.  Drivers are required when approaching a steward to take notice of the flags on 

display  

Green Flag  Race starts  

Blue Flag Caution -  retain position until past obstacle.  

White Flag  One lap to go  

Chequered Flag  Race finished  

White Flag with Red Cross St John required  

Yellow Flag  Will indicate an incident or some other obstruction  

on the track. All drivers must slow down and proceed with 

caution. Vehicles are allowed to bunch up but under no 

circums tances are vehicles allowed to pass each other. The 

race will restart from the start/finish line with the green flag.  

Red Flag   Will indicate that a major accident has  occurred 

and  all cars must come to a complete stop as quickly and 

safely as possible.  

Black Flag  Pointed at a car means that there is something  

dangerous hanging from the car etc, or the driver has 

broken one of the rules outlined in the rulebook and must 

leave the track as soon as possible.  

Yellow Blue Flag Crossed Indicates a return to a r estart/re -griding situation.  

 

b.  If one full lap has been completed when the yellow flag comes out the race will 

restart on a rolling start, single file. If less than one full lap has been completed, 

there will be a complete restart from the original grid pos ition.  

c.  Any vehicle causing a red or yellow flag to be displayed will go to the rear of the 

field at the restart.  

d.  When a vehicle fails to move off the line at race start the red flag will be 

displayed. Vehicles will be re -grided with the car causing the red  flag starting 

from the back of the grid. Should it fail to start the second time it shall be 

excluded from the race.  
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e.  After a red flag is displayed and the obstruction is cleared the yellow and blue 

flags crossed will be displayed indicating a return to a restart position.  

T3 Classes  

a.  Altered -  Space Framed Car, 6 cyl, V8  

b.  A Hotrod -  8 Cylinder Cars & Rotaries  

c.  B Hotrod -  6 Cylinder Car and Rotaries  

d.  C Hotrod -  4 Cylinder Cars Modified 1600 -  2L  

e.  D Hotrod -  4 Cylinder Car 1000 -  1650cc  

f.  Production Saloon -  4 cyli nders up to 1600cc. Twin OHC fuel injection  

g.  Mod i f i ed  Spor t sman  

h.  A vehicle entered as a saloon may only run saloon classes. The same applies for 

modified.  

i.  Only two wheel drive vehicles are permitted to race  

j.  Junior ð Production class car only. Parent or guard ian supervision is required at 

all times. Age is from 12 years to 15 years  

k.  Lefties ð all classes to run together ð to be revised after this season  
I Mini -stock ð age from 12 years ð 17 years. If turning 17 years during the season,  

they may complete the ra cing season  

l.  Mini -stock Adult ð from age 17 years  

T4.Class Races  
a.  All class races are to be no handicap events. i.e. all positions to be drawn.  

b.  Points for the first to sixth place will be accumulated over the season.  

1st10 points  

2nd 7 points  

3rd 4 points  

4th 3 points  

5th2 points  

6th 1 point  

c.  Points will only be given on finishing a race. Any competitor causing a yellow or 

red flag to be shown shall rejoin the race at the back of the field.  

d.  Roll ing starts may be used.  

T5.Handicap Races  

a.  Competitors in handi cap races will score points (see Class Races, paragraph b) to 

be totalled over the season to give an overall point's winner. Points will be taken 

from the top six placings gained out of all races entered at each meeting.  

b.  The format for saloon handicap raci ng will be decided each year by the 

committee  

c.  Cars will be placed in four heats. A car unable or not ready to take its place in its 

drawn heat will not be able to participate in any other heat.  

d.  All races will be sponsored by business houses if possible; ot herwise they will be 

sponsored by the  organising body. This does not include 10 and 15 lap races.  

e.  Roll ing starts may be used.  

f.  Any competitor causing a red or yellow flag to be shown will rejoin the race at 

the rear of the field.  

 

T6.Grids  
a.  A dummy grid shal l be formed as the preceding race starts.  

b.  Competitors numbers shall be displayed on a board in the pit area along with 

their grid position.  

c.  Any competitor not on the starting grid when the other competitors are in place will 

be excluded from the race.  
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T7.Racing Courtesy  

a.  No deliberate charging or shunting of vehicles is allowed.  

b.  All drivers, at all times, must respect their fellow competitor's cars and remember 

that not all drivers can afford to continually panel beat and paint their cars.  

c.  Any driver who i n the opinion of the clerk of the course has violated rule T7a, will 

be black flagged and will have any points gained in the race in which the 

incident occurred, deleted from the appropriate points table.  

d.  If the driver holds the pole line into a corner, he  has the right of way.  

e.  All drivers must bear in mind that auto racing is a close and competitive sport and 

as such, accidents, minor and major, can occur. As such is the case, the 

organising body will do all in its power to make sure that the rules and saf ety 

standards are upheld.  

f.  It is the responsibility of both the overtaking and overtaken driver to assure safe 

passing at racing speeds. A car travelling alone may use the full width of the 

track. However, if it is challenged by a faster car, the driver mus t hold their 

driving line. Passing may be either right or left depending on the conditions of the  

moment -  not through that car!  
T8.Safety  

a.  Safety belts are compulsory in all classes, and must have approved type full 

harness. No less than 4 -point seat belt s with one release point, this ruling also 

applies to passenger seats. Seat belts must be securely mounted with approved 

seat belt bolts, mounting eye plates to NZ Safety Standards. Seat belt shoulder 

straps entry through race seat should be below or even with shoulders of all 

drivers of that vehicle. Mounting position and condition of belts will be up to the 

discretion of the car checkers.  

b.  Crash helmets must be worn by all competitors and passengers while racing 

and must meet NZS 1884 or 1885 or other NZ m otor sport standards, and will 

be checked at each scrutineering, and may also be checked at random.  

c.  All drivers and passengers will be required to have safety harness tension and 

helmet straps checked as cars pass through the pit gate from the dummy grid 

to the start grid. Belts are to fit across the lap and not halfway up the body.  

d.  All drivers and passengers must wear full overalls (minimum requirement 

100% cotton, poly -cotton blends not permitted), overalls that do not have 

elastic cuffs and are lose, nee d to place elastic bands et.c around them. All 

drivers and passengers also to wear wool or cotton socks and lace up shoes. 

No bare feet, jandals or gumboots allowed.  

e.  All vehicle fuel lines to be safe and fit for purpose. A letter 'M' must be displayed 

in fluorescent paint to the car checkers satisfaction.  

f.  All drivers and passengers must wear neck braces.  

g.  No race vehicles to be fitted with or raced under liquefied or compressed gas.  

h.  All classes must be fitted with a kill switch, which must stop the engine an d turn 

off all other electrical equipment. On and off positions must be clearly marked.  

i.  Fuel tanks, if plastic, must be approved fuel containers with appropriate 

standard markings.  

T9.Fuel  

a .  P ro d u c t i on  Pump gas or Avgas  

b .  A -  D Hot rod Pump gas, Avgas or Methan ol  

c .  Modifieds & Altered Specials -Pump gas, Avgas, Methanol  

T10 .Noise  

Not to exceed 95dba measured from 25 metres on the infield from the pole line 

on the  

fastest part of the straight with the meter not less than 1 metre above the ground.  

All vehicles in a ll classes must have an effective silencer with exhausts at least 

level with and away from driver's door. This must exit the perimeter of the 

vehicle.  
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T11 .Junior's  
a   All competitors must have a parent or guardian at all race meetings, which the  

competit or wishes to compete in.  

b   New Juniors are to be accompanied by a parent or guardian during racing (to travel 

in  

passenger seat) until deemed competent by the Clerk of the Course.  

c   All competitors must produce suitable proof of date of birth when 'reg istering for 

the  season.  

d  Competitors between the age of 12yrs and driving licence age are eligible for Junior  

class; exceptions will b.e made for competitors reaching drivers licence age during 

a_ season. They will be able to complete this full season a s a junior. Any junior 

class competitor reaching 15 years of age or over and has competed in Junior 

Class for at least one season may change class.  

E All competitors must be able to reach all vehicle controls e.g. gear stick, throttle,  

brake, clutch, stee ring wheel and battery kill switch etc, while fully and 

suitably harnessed in the vehicle; to comply with club safety rules.  

F All competitors must be able to drive to the Head Clerk of the Course's satisfaction  

before racing. Management or committee will  arrange a time throughout the 

season for juniors to show the Clerk of the Course their ability to drive, eg. 

wheel pack, lunchtime, end of a meeting etc.  

g   Juniors to race as an individual class at each meeting.  

H  Cars to production saloon class only.  

I   If a Junior has raced for two seasons in the junior class and is deemed a competent 

driver, he/she may move up to the production class.  

 

T12 .Extras in Pits  
Non - racing people are not to be allowed into the pit area. Any youngsters who 

have been given Co mmittee approval to access the pit area are to wear safety 

vests confirming their right to be there.  

T13 .Use of Mirrors  
Anyone deliberately using their mirrors to block other racers will be " black 

flagged "  

T14. Working Bees  

Members can contra the hours t hey have completed to another member upon 

Committee approval. If by mid -season the Committee decides that a member 

has not done his/her share, the Committee reserves the right to forfeit that 

member's points.

1. Abbreviations for this class are:

C Hotrod -  4 cylinder cars 0 -  2200  

D Hotrod -  4 cylinder cars 0 -  1650  

2      Any motor modification permitted, including fu el injection & twin cams, turbo and 

multi valves.  

3.  All body shells must resemble factory made vehicles, they may be constructed 

from original panels, fibreglass or hand made panel steel. They must be on 

factory made floor pans. Alterations allowed to the mot or, gearbox, differential 

and suspension mounts, but suspension must not mount directly to roll cage or 

any brackets, pipe work or part of the role cage. Suspension mounts may be 

supported by the roll cage connected to original body or floor pan. Chassis 

strengthening necessitated by changed power plants etc., is to the car checkers 

discretion and satisfaction, eg. a hotrod class car must be able to be mobile with 

all internal pipe work removed. 70% of original floor, not including boot, must be 

intact.  

4.  Any  car with cut or altered firewall must have an approved type scatter blanket 

or scatter shield 6mm steel plate (min) and must cover the top 180 degree of the 

bell housing.  

5.  Full roll cages are compulsory, minimum specification for roll cages being 3mm 

steel  wall piping with a minimum of 40mm outside diameter for main hoop and a 

minimum of 32mm outside diameter, 3mm steel wall piping for lateral supports 

(galvanised pipe not recommended). All fixing plates to be a minimum of 5mm 

thick and not less than 100mm x 100 mm. The floor where roll cages are 

mounted must be of sound condition and to car checkers satisfaction. All cages 

must have support bars across top of front windscreen and also between main 

hoop of cage 2/3rds from base of seat (in case of seat failu re). Other recognised 

cages accepted at car checkers discretion. Car checkers decision is final. Floor 

mounts may be welded or through bolted -  check with car checker for details.  

 

 

 

6  Hip/intrusion bars to be fitted to all vehicles at a position not lower than level with 

driver's legs (knees to hips). Hip plates of minimum of 3mm thickness, 300mm high x 

600mm long welded on three sides must be included. If passengers are to be 

carried then a similar hip plate must be fitted on the passenger's side.  

OR: Cros s bars in the door area to be mounted between front hoop and centre 

hoop. First bar to be mounted at hip height or 350mm from floor level (whichever

Triangles on 2mm sheet and centre square to help join all plates recommended. 

These are minimum requirements.  

 

7  The driver must  be completely isolated from the motor cooling system, and 

driveline by adequate firewall and transmission cover.  

 

8.  Petrol caps must be screw on or firmly secured, no rubber fuel caps permitted. 

No fuel container to be mounted inside drivers compartment, no  plastic fuel 

lines or plastic or glass fuel filters. Fuel tanks, if plastic, must be approved fuel 

containers with the appropriate standard markings.  

9.  Original wheelbase to be maintained, + I -  30mm  

10.  All cars must have high back seats or headrests.  

11.  All seats must be fixed securely front and rear of seat.  

12.  Front and rear bumpers, pipe size 32mm OD black/galvanised. A single pipe may 

be fitted so that the ends wrap around the front rear guards, no more than the 

original bumpers. No pipe work may protrude further than 75mm from the car's 

panels to the outside of the pipe. All ends to be capped. Original bumpers may be 

put over these bars providing the inside of the bumper is also no further than 

standard bumpers. A hoop may be fitted on the top of the bar, but must  not 

extend along more than the inside of the headlight and be no more than the 

outside of the tail lights and be no more than 200mm in height. The bumper rule 

applies to all saloon cars.  

13.  Four wheel drive vehicles are not permitted to race in these classes .  

14.  All exhaust systems must extend at least level with and away from the drivers 

door. They must have an effective silencer with exhaust extending at least level 

with and away from the drivers door and must exit the perimeter of the vehicle.  

15.  No hotrod car w ill be permitted to have any external steel work including tow bars 

with the exception to front and rear bumpers.  

16.  No excessively knobbly tyres permitted (eg, desert dogs, town and country, mud -

grips etc). Rally tyres and cross grooves are acceptable along with racing tyres. 

Dual wheels not permitted. Minimum tyre size is 205.  

17.  All vehicles to display clearly their competition numbers on both sides of the 

vehicle and on the roof, with the bottom of the number facing the left side of the 

and of no less than 40 0mm in height.  

18.  It is the competitor's responsibility to ensure that the competition numbers 

remain legible.  

19.  All batteries must be securely mounted; batteries may be mounted in the driver's 

compartment so long as anchorage, cover and positioning are to car checkers 

satisfaction.  

 

 

20.  A battery kill switch must be fitted within reach of the driver when strapped in.  
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21.  If any car has less than two working doors, there must be exits available not less 

than 0.360m 2 in area.  

22.  All cars must be fitted with a drive shaft l oop just behind the front universal.  

23.  All vehicles to have a starter motor that works, jump starting is time consuming 

and will be discouraged.  

24.  Extra return spring on carbs. to be fitted in a manner so as to close throttle 

shaft.  

25.  All vehicles to be fitted w ith four working brakes.  

26.  Only glass allowed is front windscreen, the rest removed or Perspex.  

 

VEHICLE CONSTRUCTION: PRODUCTION SALOON  

1.  Maximum factory motor size 1600cc 4 cylinder.  

2.  Maximum tyre size 205 standard road radial, no knobbly tyres. Wider tyres 

permitted outside class races. No racing tyres permitted. Minimum tyre size 165; 

the same diameter rim to be used on all corners.  

3.  Original factory induction as manufactured with that vehicle, no forced 

induction. Twin OHC fuel injection permitted. All vehi cles to run factory type 

suspension for that vehicle.  

4.  No ro ta ry  motors .  

5.  Extractors and pod filters are permitted. Exhaust pipe may be shortened with 

straight through muffler.  

6.  No engine set back or cut firewalls. Castor and Camber must be within factory 

specifications.  

7.  Body must remain uncut and original except for driver's door inner skin to clear 

roll cage.  

8.  All hotrod construction rules apply with the inclusion of these above rules.  

9.  Windscreen glass can stay, but all other glass must be removed.  

10.  Fuel ð pum p gas or avgas only.  

11.  Fuel tanks, if plastic, must be approved fuel containers with appropriate standard 

markings  

12 No modifications will be permitted to the standard class with the exception of:  

A  Rim widening to a maximum of 8"  
B Enlarge radiator (in o riginal position)  

C Locked dills optional  

 

VEHICLE CONSTRUCTION: ALTERED CLASS  

1.  Chassis: Chassis may follow builder's own design using any materials he would 

like, but must include roll cage as part of the chassis.  

2.  Roll cage: Roll cage must be constructed  of 3mm wall steam pipe of a minimum 

outside diameter 40mm and must be of full gage design with adequate lateral 
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support.  

3.  Transmission: The transmission may be set up in any way required, but must be 

covered by a floor plate with the bell housing covered b y a scatter shield covering 

the top 180% of the bell housing and made of 6mm plate.  

4.  Differential: Once again the differential may be set up in any way desired, but 

the drive shaft must have a safety loop placed immediately behind the gearbox 

yoke.  

5.  Battery:  The battery may be placed in the driver's compartment but must be 

completely covered and securely mounted. If placed elsewhere the battery may 

be exposed but must be securely mounted.  

6.  Body: All body shells must resemble factory made vehicles. They may be 

constructed from original panels, fibreglass, aluminium or panel steel.  

7.  Fuel Lines: Fuel lines must be of an approved material and securely installed. No 

plastic lines or filters, no fuel lines in drivers compartment unless covered by an 

approved material,  i.e., panel steel, aluminium. Fuel tanks, if plastic, must be 

approved fuel containers with appropriate standard markings  

8.  Bumpers: This class may have front and rear bumpers of a diameter no more 

than 32mm OD.  

9.  Brakes: All vehicles to have adequate brakes (car checkers discretion).  

10.  Engine: The engine may be placed anywhere within the chassis, providing safety 

regulations are adhered to.  

11.  The driver must be suitably isolated from the motor cooling system and driveline by 

adequate firewall and transmission cov er.  

12.  Petrol caps must be screw on or firmly secured no rubber fuel caps permitted. No 

fuel container to be mounted inside driver's compartment, no plastic fuel lines or 

plastic or glass fuel filters.  

Cars running methanol to display the letter "M" in fluore scent paint on their cars.  

13.  All cars must have high back seats or headrests.  

14.  All seats must be fixed securely front and rear of seat.  

15.  No altered car will be permitted to have any external steel work including tow 

bars with the exception to front and rear bu mpers.  

16.  No excessively knobbly tyres permitted (eg, desert dogs, town and country, mud -

grips etc). Rally tyres and cross grooves are acceptable along with racing tyres. 

Dual wheels not permitted. Minimum 205.  

17.  All vehicles to display clearly their competitio n numbers on both sides of the 

vehicle and on the roof, with the bottom of the number facing the left side and of 

no less than 400mm in height.  

If any car has less than two working doors, there must  be exits available not less than 

0.360m 2 in area.  

19   A batt ery kill switch must be fitted within reach of the driver when strapped in.  

2 0 All  vehicles to have a starter motor that works, jump starting is time consuming 

and will be discouraged.  

21  Two  return springs to be fitted in a manner so as to close throttle sha ft.  

22  Hip/intrusion bars to be fitted to all vehicles at a position not lower than level with 
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driver's legs (knees to hips). Hip plates of a minimum of 3mm thickness, 300mm 

high x 600mm long welded on three sides must be included. If passengers are to 

be car ried then a similar hip plate must be fitted on the passenger's side.  

OR: Cross bars in the door area to be mounted between front hoop and centre 

hoop. First bar to be mounted at hip height or 350mm from floor level (whichever 

is more suitable) on centre h oop and sloped down to join front hoop at floor level.

2.  Roll cage: Roll cage must be constructed of 3mm w all steam pipe of a minimum 

outside diameter 40mm and must be of full cage design with adequate lateral 

support. Ex-speedway cars, eg. midgets, modifieds and sprint cars may run 

original cages.  

3.  Engines: Any engine modifications permitted, engine may be pla ced anywhere 

with the chassis, provided all safety regulations are adhered to.  

4.  Transmission: The transmission may be set up in any way required, but must be 

covered by a floor plate with the bell housing covered by a scatter shield covering 

the top 180% of  the bell housing and made of 
1

4" or metric equivalent (6mm) 

plate.  

5.  Differential: Once again the differential may be set up in any way desired, but 

the drive shaft must have a safety loop placed immediately behind the gearbox 

yoke to prevent the drive shaf t digging into the track should the front universal 

break.  

6.  Body: The body can follow any design desired but must at least contain a bonnet 

and firewall. The driver must be protected from all mechanical parts.  

7.  Battery: The battery may be placed in the drive r's compartment but must be 

completely covered and securely mounted. If placed elsewhere the battery may 

be exposed but must be securely mounted.  

  8     Fuel  Lines: Fuel lines must be of an approved material and securely installed. No 

plastic   lines or fi lters, no fuel lines in drivers compartment unless covered by an 

approved material, i.e. panel steel, aluminium. Petrol caps must be screw on or firmly 

secured, no rubber fuel caps permitted. Two return springs to be fitted in a manner so 

as to close throt tle  shaft. Fuel tanks, if plastic, must be approved fuel containers with 

appropriate standard markings.  

9  Bumpers:  This class may have front and rear bumpers of a diameter no more than 

32mm OD  
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10  All open wheel race vehicles to be fitted with nerf rails, which cover 80% of the 

rear  

tyre with a minimum of 50% of the distance between front and rear wheels.  

11.  Cars running methanol to display the letter "M " in fluorescent paint on their 

cars.  

12.  The driver must be suitably isolated from the cooling system and driveline by 

adequate firewall and transmission cover.  

13.  All seats must be fixed securely front and rear of seat.  

14.  All cars must have high back seats or headrests.  

15.  No excessively knobbly tyres permitted (eg, desert dogs, town and country, mud 

grips etc). Rally tyres an d cross grooves are acceptable along with racing tyres. 

Dual wheels not permitted.  

16.  All vehicles to display clearly their competition numbers on both sides of the 

vehicle. It is the competitor's responsibility to ensure that the competition 

number remains legible.  

17.  All cars must be fitted with a drive shaft loop just behind the front universals 

unless the drive shaft is mounted above the floor plate and fully enclosed in 

suitable material to the car checkers satisfaction.  

 

18.  A battery kill switch must be fitted  within reach of the driver when strapped in.  

19.  All drivers and passengers to wear arm restraints  

 

20.  All vehicles to have a starter motor that works.  

21.  Extra return spring to be fitted on carbs in a manner so as to close throttle shaft.  

22.  All vehicles to have adeq uate braking (car checker's discretion).  

 

SPECIALS RULES  

1.Construction  
This class is for demonstration runs of vehicles which don' t fit other classes, but 

mechanically meet the standard for safety.  

a. Race Format  

To be decided on the day.  

Note: Specia ls will not race at every meeting.  

2. Batteries  
a.  All batteries to be securely mounted.  

b.  Main power cable to be fully insulated.  

c.  All batteries to be fitted with leak proof caps.  

d.  If contained within the driving compartment, batteries shall be enclosed in a lea k 

proof container of non -conducting material, vented externally from the driving 

compartment.  

3. Bodies  
a.  All body panels must be securely mounted to frame or chassis.  

b.  All driving compartments must have a solid floor  

4. Brakes  
a.  Vehicles must be fitted with fo ur wheel braking.  
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b.  All brake lines must be securely fixed to vehicle.  

c.  No perished or chafed hoses to be used.  

5.  Electrical System  

a.  All wiring and connections shall be insulated and free from chafing and direct 

heat.  

b.  Wiring looms shall be adequately support ed and tied.  

c.  A battery isolation switch (in reach of the driver and navigator when strapped in) 

shall be fitted.  

d.  All systems shall be fitted with an ignition on/off switch in reach of the driver 

when strapped in.  

 

6.  Fuel Lines  
a.  All fuel lines shall be firm ly clamped to the chassis or frame.  

b.  All fuel lines shall be approved type.  

c.  Flexible lines between body/frame/engine shall be securely clamped at each end 

and free from direct heat  and chafing.  

d.  All in line fuel filters must be constructed of metal.  

e.  No sight  level gauges shall be permitted.  

f.  All carburettors which have a vent opening to the outside of the carbs must have 

a system whereby any petrol leakage, which could occur, is directed to an area 

which can contain that leakage, eg. air filter of fuel tank. A ny line that forms part 

of that system must be of an approved type.  

 

7. Numbers  
All vehicles must clearly display their numbers on both sides of the vehicle and a 

third to be displayed at the rear.  

8.  Firewall  
a.  All vehicles must utilise an all -metal firewal l to separate the driver's compartment 

from any danger of fire from the engine.  

b.  A minimum firewall must extend from the drivers shoulder height to the vehicle 

floor  pan.  

c.  If a rear mounted tank or 'cell' is higher than shoulder height, the firewall must be 

extended at least 25mm above the fuel tank or 'cell'.  

9.  Floor Pan  
a.          All vehicles must have sufficient floor pan under the driving area, eg. from the 

pedals  

to the rear seat and covering the full width of the frame.  

10. Seats and Restraints  
a.        All seats must be securely mounted . 

 

b.            Recliner style seats shall have a restraining bar to prevent rearward collapse 

of seat  back.  

C.       single points catch and release buckle shall be fitted to belts.  

d.         A five -point harness  required.  

e.         Safety belts shall be fastened to seat belt frames or supports.  

f.                  Mounting points to be secured to  

( i )  vehic le f rame chass is  

( i i )  vehicle floor if reinforced with MOT backing plates  

g.        All belts to approved manufacture . 

h .     Inertia reel belts are not permitted.  
iI                          Shoulder strap mounting points are to be positioned so that straps are not more 

than  45 degree angle from a horizontal plane extend ing from the occupants 
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shoulder.  
J All vehicles are to be fitted with head restraints to prevent neck injury in front and rear 

collisions. 

 

11.  Exhaust Systems  

All exhaust systems must exit to the rear of the vehicle and must not extend more 

than 150mm past the outside dimension of the vehicle.  

12.  Fuel Ta nks  
a.  All fuel tanks must be fitted with a breather that will not release fuel in the event 

of capsize, one and a half times round the tank.  

b.  All fuel tanks to be securely mounted within the confines of the main frame.  

c.  All fuel tanks must be equipped with a f iller cap that is fuel tight and mounted 

within the confines of the frame.  

d.  No rubber fi l ler caps.  

e.  Fuel tank mounting position to be as low as practical.  

If a fuel tank is plastic, it must be an approved fuel container with appropriate 

standard markings  

13.  Oil Lines, Water Pipes, Radiators  

a.  All external oil lines are to be of oil resisting pressure hose, securely fixed.  

b.  All water pipes are to be securely fixed and of approved type.  

c.  Radiators are to be securely fixed and equipped with approved caps.  

d.  All over flow pipes are to exit well away from the driver.  

14. Roll Cages  

All roll cages shall be constructed in such a manner that all parts of the crew (when 

seated and strapped in with helmets) are contained inside it and no closer than 

50mm to any part.  

A roll cage shall consist of:  

(i)  A front hoop positioned behind the crew seats and mounted to the vehicle 

chassis  

(ii)  A front hoop sufficiently forward to contain the crew, mounted to floor 

chassis.  

(iii)  At least two interconnecting bars at the outermost extremities.  

(iv)  At leas t two longitudinal rear braces connecting the uppermost corner of the 

main hoop to the floor chassis.  

(v)  Diagonal bracing within the main hoop.  

(vi)  Hoops and supports to be 38mm minimum wall of 3mm RHS  

 

15.  Steering  

Steering shall meet or exceed WOF standards. Jo ins or welds in any steering 

component must be suitably gusseted. Tilt steering columns shall be 

permanently locked in position.  

16. Nerf Rails  
All open wheel race vehicles to be fitted with nerf rails which cover 80% of the rear 

tyre with minimum of 50% b etween front and rear wheels.  
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17 Demolition Derby  

Will be held mid -season and also as the annual end of season event. 

Race fee is to be paid on the day.  

A car checker will approve the cars that meet the requirements.  

a.     Vehicle Rules  

      (I)   No engine restriction.  

(ii)  All glass removed except front windscreen.  

(iii)  All doors welded shut or bolted or chained.  

(iv)  One 50mm diameter vertical pipe directly behind drivers seat with a 

150 x 150 x 6mm plate welded top and bottom. Bolt through floor and 

roof with  minimum 8mm bolts.  

(v)  No strengthening to bumpers allowed. No towbars.  

(vi)  Car must have diagonal seat belt bolted securely to the vehicle.  

(vii)  No 4WD,utes, vans or trucks.  

(viii)  Only 20 L of fuel to be carried in tank.  

(ix)  No locked or limited slipped differentials are permi tted.  

(x)  A number must be painted on both sides of the car.  

(xi)  All vehicles will be scrutineered by a car checker on the day.  

(xii)  Batteries must be securely tied down.  

d.  Racing Rules and Conditions  

(i)  Drivers must be 18years of age or over.  

(ii)  Drivers must wear cotton overa lls, woollen or cotton socks, shoes, neck 

brace and helmet approved by the steward of the day.  

(iii)  When a red light or flag is shown, competitors must immediately STOP.  

(iv)  This competition is with the intention of demolishing the opponent and 

those not competing in the spirit of the intention can be excluded.  

(v)  Drivers must not hit another vehicle in the driver's door.  

(vi)  Cars can only move forward on the track in one direction. Competitors will be 

disqualified when  driving on the grass oval unless the track in complet ely 

blocked. Competitors must return to the track immediately after passing the 

blockage.  

(vii)  Track surface will be heavily watered to reduce vehicle speed.  

(viii)  No passenge rs .  

C. General Rules  

(i)  A competitor that is immobilised for more than ONE minute shall be dee med 

out of the derby and no restarts permitted form that time.  

(ii)  a) No competitor will be permitted to unstrap his safety harness or get out of 

his car without the direction from the Clerk of the Course while the derby is in 

progress.  

b) No Competitor shall be allowed outside his car to effect mechanical 

repairs after the commencement of the derby  

(iii)  All decisions taken by track officials will be final and binding and no protest 

will be entered into.  

(iv)  A panel of four may be set up to decide novelty prizes. Their decision will be 

final.  

(v)  The promoter reserves the right to re - scrutineer winning cars.  

(vi)  All competitors compete at their own risk and must sign a witnessed 

indemnity form absolving the promoter, landowner, other competitors, Waihi 

Beach Dirt Track (Inc) of any liability, which may arise as a result of a derby 

competition.  

(vii)  Competitors must have proof from the issuing authority that they have held 

a civil driving licence, although a full drivers licence is not required.  
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Age minimum to be eighteen years. If unde r 20 years of age, the  parent/guardian 

certificate must be signed.  

 

Mini Stock Rules: 

Mini stock vehicles must be built to the specifications and measurements outlined in 

the approved 2003 Ministock plans.  

A 25mm tolerance is permitted on chassis measureme nts, except maximum and minimum 

measurements have no tolerance. No tolerance is permitted on material specifications and 

driver's helmet clearance.  
Mini stocks must be made from one donor car.  

Donor cars are Datsun 1200, Datsun 120Y and Sunny 1200cc using Al2 engine, or Toyota 

Corolla using 1200cc 3K engine, no SSS GT or performance model cars or parts, no vans, 

independent rear ends, automatic transmission or 3 -5 speed boxes. In any vehicles that 

require OEM parts, their components must retain their origin al identification marks.  

All standard steering and steering box, struts, shocks, bottom arms, sway bar, ball joints, 

cross member, brakes, springs, rubber engine and gearbox mounts, rear axle and 

differential, wheels, drive shaft and control pedals must be  used.  

Accessory type pedal grippers are permitted.  

Front and rear standard suspension systems must be fitted unaltered; however coil springs 

may be shortened and rear leaf springs may be shortened at the rear. Front and rear 

spring mounts are free.  

Any other device to restrict suspension travel is not permitted.  

Rear wheel drive only.  

Speedometers are not permitted.  

Chassis: The chassis arch inside measurement over the rear axle is to be 200mm 

maximum.  

 

Body:  

The minimum height shall be 1372mm from the gro und to the finish roofline, not 

including roof number plate.  

Body may be constructed of fibreglass, steel or alloy. All cars must have a bonnet 

covering from the front of the radiator back to the firewall.  

Power bulge and air scoops allowed in top of bonne t, but any opening must face 

forward.  

Air ducting leading to the OEM carburettor air cleaner housing may only be fitted in 

the engine bonnet.  

Protective mesh screen must be fitted to completely cover screen opening in front of 

driver. Mesh to have no large r squares than 100mm square.  

Radiator Protection Hoop to be 450mm maximum height with the measurement 

being the height of the radiator.  
Fire Wall:  

Adequate metal firewall must be fixed to and inline of the front roll cage down tubes 

to isolate the driver f rom the engine compartment.  

Floor:  
300 -plate minimum metal floor must be full width and must be welded to the chassis 

members.  

The floor is to be a minimum of 600mm in length and must extend from the firewall 

rearwards to the rear of the driver's seat. The  floor under the seat is to be full width and 

welded to the chassis.  
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The footwall section of the floor must be a minimum of 210mm in depth measured 

from the top of the chassis to the base,  

It is recommended that the gearbox be covered with a minimum of 3mm  aluminium.  

 

 

 

Roll Bars:  

Mini stock roll cage assembly to be constructed to specifications outlined on approved 

2001 ministock plans.  

Roll cage hoop layout may be of a north - south or east - west aspect or a combination 

of both.  

No additional bar work is per mitted in roll cage.  

Substantial interior roll bars, minimum of32mm x 3.2 nominal bore black medium pipe or 

minimum of 38mm OD RHS must be fitted above the driver's normal seated position.  

The roll bar must be securely welded and braced to the chassis at t he rear of the car and 

be further secured by diagonal cross braces.  

The roll bar should be a minimum internal width of 675mm at the driver's shoulder position, 

or 337mm minimum width from the centre of the seat at shoulder position. An optional 

window brac e is permitted to brace each of the front roll cage uprights. Said brace must 

be roll cage material, fully welded to roll cage and upper hip plate tubing. Said to be fitted 

a maximum of 250mm from behind firewall, brace be fixed vertically in relation to h ip plate.  

A steel plate of 3mm thickness and 500mm minimum height must be attached to the front 

and rear roll bars and chassis on both sides, to protect hips and feet. Plates to be welded 

on four sides. No holes permitted in plates.  

The upper hip plate pip e to be a minimum of 25mm x 3mm, to a maximum of roll cage 

material.  
Roof Plates: 
The roll cage must be reinforced above the driver's head with a steel roof plate of 6mm 

thickness.  

Roof plate to be 500mm wide minimum size extending from the back of the hea drest, 500mm 

forward and welded continuously on four sides to the cage (it shall not have lightening holes 

cut into plate whatsoever) to provide ample protection for the driver's head. (250mm in 

any direction from centre of driver's helmet when in a normal  seated position).  

At all times there must exist a minimum of 100mm clearance between the top of the driver's 

helmet and any part of the roof plate mounting steel work.  

Any Additional roll cage or chassis work shown in the plans is not permitted. Vehicle 

checker may drill a 6mm diameter hole for inspection anywhere in the car. Seating and 
Headrest: 

The driver is the only permitted occupant of the car.  

The driver's seat shall be either of steel backed bucket type, or an aluminium seat 3mm 

minimum thickness b uilt to professional standard with no steel backing.  

A headrest must be fitted. The headrest must be constructed of a minimum 3mm plate, 

280mm wide and 150mm deep, corners must be rounded off and the surface padded. A 

professionally built one -piece seat an d headrest is permissible.  

The seat base must be securely bolted or welded to the floor and/or integral bar work with 

a minimum of four positions. Whether the seat incorporates a headrest or not, the upper 

2 mounting positions must be within 152mm of the t op of the seat. Seat mounting bolts 

8mm minimum with suitable washers.  

If the seat and headrest are separate, the headrest must also be securely bolted or welded 

to the floor and/or integral bar work.  

The 25 x 50 x 3mm chassis cross member under the seat m ust be welded between the 

sides of the chassis rails with either wide side or narrow side upper most.  
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Safety Harness:  

Vehicle must be fitted with an approved quick release full harness 75mm minimum, safety 

belt, which must be securely attached to the stru cture of the vehicle, by a minimum of 

12mm bolts or certified fastening systems supplied by the belt manufacturer, which 

must allow the belts to swivel.  

The driver must wear the belts at all times he occupies the vehicle. Shoulder straps must 

be anchored o r pass through guide plates within 250mm of the back of the seat. Vehicle 

checker must approve seat belts for both condition and fit.  

Rear Vision Mirrors: One or two steel or plastic backed mirrors of not more than 0.023 sqm 

each may be fitted. The mirror head must be in the interior of the car and be no closer than 

450mm from the driver.  

Steering Wheel:  

Wood rim steering wheel not permitted.  

Approved quick release steering wheel is permitted.  

Weight: Vehicle when ready for racing (excluding driver and ball ast), must not exceed 

730 kg, or below 630 kg in weight. Any car raced and subsequently found to be 

overweight or underweight will be suspended from racing for 1 month.  

Vehicle numbers: 

Numbers must be on front door panels on both sides of vehicle, on both  sides of roof fin/roof 

side panel and on rear of vehicle, either black figures with white background or white 

figures with a black background.  

Rear numbers only to be a minimum height of 190mm with a minimum width of 30mm.  

Numbers on both sides shall be a  minimum height of 380mm with a minimum width of 

50mm.  

Roof number must be on both sides of a roof fin/side panel, 0.929mm minimum size. Roof 

number minimum height, 190mm, minimum width, 30mm.  

Roof fin/panel maximum length, 1200mm. Roof fin/panel maximum h eight, 600mm. One 

flat board/panel is permitted to be attached to one side of the roof fin/side panel. The said 

flat board/panel assembly to be confined within the roof drip rail area and must not restrict 

the occupant's vision in any direction.  

Bumper Bar s:  

Bumper bars must be fitted front and rear.  

Approved bumper height is to be 355mm to the centre, with 25mm tolerance on either 

side from ground level. The outside ends must be rounded not more than 150mm from 

the outer edge.  

There must be upright and lon gitudinal radiator protection bars, diameter 25 x 25 x 3. All 

front bumper to roll cage 25 x 50 x 3 diagonal braces uppermost.  

Under-rider bars must be fitted, extending to 100mm from the outer edge of the bumper 

and no further than 50mm from the front edg e of the front bumper bar, mounted 

vertically. The minimum depth of the under -rider bar to be 100mm. The under -rider bar 

must be Constructed of 25 x 25 x 3mm box section steel. A minimum of four vertical 

mounts must be used.  

Side rails to be level with bum per and must be substantially braced to the chassis. Side 

rails must be as per plan with no "horns" added at leading edges.  

Rear wheel guards must be constructed of maximum 65 x 38 x 3.2 steel box  section. All 

steel in car must be one -piece box only. No wo od etc in any part (e.g.: bumpers, rear 

wheel guards and chassis).  

The addition of 3mm mounting reinforcing plates is permissible on front bumper only, 

between rear of bumper and front of bumper brace.  
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Suspension: Any car fitted with coil springs must hav e the springs securely clamped or 

chained in position.  

Brakes: Brakes must be fitted on both front wheels and at least one brake on the diff 

assembly, so as to provide braking on all four wheels. They must be maintained in perfect 

working order at all time s. 

Self -Started: The self -starter must be in working order. Cars must leave pits and 

starting line under their own power.  

Battery: The battery must be securely mounted inside a stainless steel, aluminium or 

steel box of not less than 1.2mm thickness or a s teel framed wooden box. Such 

boxes must be fitted with a secure lid.  

Drive Shaft: A drive shaft retaining strap must be fitted under and over the front end 

of the drive shaft. All drive shafts running through cockpit must be covered by 3mm 

plate cover.  

Fuel: Standard pump petrol only.  
Fuel Tank:  

Standard tank must be removed and one steel tank of not less than 1.2mm 

thickness and not more than 9.1 litres capacity installed. Tank seams and fittings 

must not be soldered. It must be mounted inside and towards the rear of the roll cage 

or under the floor, protected by chassis rails with adequate protection from impact 

damage. An efficient on/off tap must be fitted directly to tank.  

The fuel line from the tank must be fitted with a shut off tap, which must be in reach 

of both the competitor while in the normal seated position and restrained position and 

in reach of a person outside the car.  

The tank must be fitted with a metal screw on cap. Tank must be fitted with a steel or 

copper or braided flexible air vent pi pe, coiled once horizontally around the tank, 

fixed firmly to the tank, then passing through the floorboards of the vehicles to a 

distance of not less than 50mm and not more than 200mm.  

Fuel line from the tank to engine compartment to pumps and carburettor  may be of 

armoured flexible construction, provided that no plastic or reinforced plastic, nylon or 

reinforced nylon is used.  

Approved USA fuel cells allowed but must be mounted in steel frame.  

Exhaust Pipe:  

Must discharge towards the rear or underneath th e car.  

Side -mounted exhaust systems inside or outside the body and must be suitably 

guarded where they pass the driver to enable first aid personnel to get driver out of 

the car without being burnt.  

Maximum pipe diameter, 38mm. Donor type mufflers only.  
Wh eel:  

Pressed steel road wheel must be used, either 12' or 13"providing the wheel 

correctly fits the hub.  

Mixing and matching of 12" & 13" road wheels is permitted.  

Tyres:  

Standard road tyres only permitted. (No winter tyre treads, Town & Country, off road,  

Sherpas, racing tyre or slick retread tyres.) Tyres may be grooved to original tread 

patterns, maximum width of groove 10mm, maximum tyre width 190mm.  
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Engine ð General:  

Restrictor Plate:  
(a)  An approved Restrictor plate must be fitted between the inlet  manifold and the 

carburettor insulator or between carburettor insulator and carburettor.  

(b)  The internal holes of the restrictor plate must not be modified in any way (however 

driver is permitted to install own restrictor stud mounting holes)  

Engine must be standard (no hot cams), standard two -choke carb, standard exhaust inlet 

manifold, standard head (e.g. no  porting etc), standard pistons, maximum piston oversize ð 
60

th
. 

The use and fitment of alternator is optional.  

Standard air cleaner, not cut, drilled o r modified in any way.  

No SSS or GT or any other performance parts. No electric fuel pumps, fans or electronic 

ignitions. No off set rockers or shafts, cam timing must be STD.  

Only single valve springs may be fitted to inlet and exhaust valves.  

All engines  to be sealed. Engines are subject to inspection at any time. If a 

car performs too well, the driver can supply gaskets so the engine can be 

stripped down, checked and reassembled ready to race (if it complies) at the 

protestor's expense. Any engine inspec ted and found to contravene the rules 

will be declared an illegal engine.  

The directors may suspend any driver whose car is modified or oversize from the 

class altogether.  

Engine ð Things you can do:  

1  Any radiator may be used.  

2  Engines may be balanced.  

3  Valve spring tension may be altered.  

4  Carburettor jets may be drilled out.  

5  Maximum piston oversize: 0.060in.  

6  Max compression ratio 10 to 1.  

7  One piece of box steel may be used in place of rubber block in engine  

mounts.

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FENDER ðBENDER RACING RULES  

1.  No passengers.  

2.  No cars shall participate in any race with loose objects, be it inside or outside of 

the car.  

3.  No straight - line railroading of cars in to the infield or outfield. Racing is to remain 

on the track.  

4.  No shunting front and rear.  

5.  All drivers must wear crash helmets -  must meet NZS 1884 or 1885 or the 

required standards; neck brace, overalls, wool or cotton socks and lace -up shoes or 

footwear approved by the car checker,  

6.  Inertia reel belts are not permitted.  

7.  All drivers must attend the drivers briefing, which shall be held before the first 

race.  

8.  No cars shall race unless passed by the car checker .  

9.  Drivers are required to respond to the f lags and adhere to the directions or rulings 

of the Clerk/s of the Course.  

10.  The driver of any vehicle, who makes deliberate contact with any other 

competitor from/and on the centre of the field, will be subject to the appropriate 

penalty at the discretion o f the Clerk/s of the Course.  

If a car is forced, spun or driven infield during a race, it must return to the track in 

the same straight or corner in which it left the track, but must not drive on to the 

track in front of any oncoming vehicles.  

 

FENDER -BEND ER / STREETSTOCK  

TEAMS RACING RULES  

1.  No more that five cars per team, with minimum of two and a maximum of four per 

teams race . 

2.  Cars are to be in team colours (team colours may not be reversed to 

make two teams).  

3.  One team member receiving the black flag f or their own driving offence will result 

in the whole team being disqualified.  

4.  Teams races are raced in conjunction with WBDTC rules and regulations.  

5.  Only cars signed up and registered before 11am on any race day are eligible to race 

in a teams race, no su bstitutes permitted.  

6.  All cars are required to have raced at least once in the day's race programme 

before competing in the team's event.  

7.  No one may enter two cars with identical numbers, or keep one car solely for 

team's races.  

8.  Winning team is the first ca r for the team over the line at completion of the race. 

All cars finishing the race will accumulate points for the Teams Trophy.  
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VEHICLE CONSTRUCTION  

1.  CONSTRUCTION  

Fender -benders must be standard production cars as per the year and model 

they were bu ilt. No modifications other than listed below.  

2.  RADIATORS  

Radiators may be removed from the front of the car, providing all piping in the 

compartment is of suitable materials, eg steel pipe or high pressure steam 

hose, and all joints and standard radiator h oses are protected (i.e. lagging) in 

case of leakage. All pipe work within drivers reach is to be wrapped in suitable 

heatproof material.  

3.  FUEL TANK  

Fuel tanks may be moved, but must be isolated from the driver by a leak proof 

metal cover or firewall eg ste el or aluminium, and secured.  
4.  OVERFLOW PIPE  

Fuel overflow pipe is not drain in to the driver's compartment and extend below bottom 

of fuel tank, or go through floor if applicable.  

5.  BATTERY 
The battery may be placed within the driver's compartment but must b e completely 

covered and securely mounted. If placed elsewhere, the battery may be exposed 

but must be securely mounted. (Preferably a marine battery box.)  

6.  ROLL CAGE 
Full roll cages are compulsory, minimum specification for roll cages being:  

3mm steel wall  piping with a minimum of 38mm outside diameter for main hoop and a 

minimum of 32mm outside diameter, 3mm steel wall piping for lateral supports 

(galvanised pipe not recommended). Roll cage to be contained within passenger 

compartment and rear lateral supp orts to go no further than rear on the rear 

wheel arch. There must be 50mm clearance between top and side of driver's 

helmet and roll cage or roof. All fixing plates to be a minimum of 5 mm thick and 

not less that 100mm x 100mm. The floor where roll cages are mounted must be of 

sound condition and to the car checkers satisfaction. All cages must have support 

bars across top of front windscreen and also between main hoop of cage 2/3rds 

from base of seat and not more than 100mm clearance back of seat and side  in 

case of seat failure. Other recognised cages are at the car checkers discretion. Car 

checkers decision is final.  

7.  TYRES 

Tyres must be cross ply or standard radial ply. Competitors using block patterns, which 

are usually reserved for mud, snow or rally r acing, will not be allowed to race.  

8.  WHEELS 
Fender -benders are allowed to use mag wheels on their cars, provided they are of 

standard diameter and tyre widths.  

9.  BRAKES 
All vehicles shall be equipped with four braking wheels to enable the vehicle to stop 

effe ctively at the discretion of the car checker.  

10.  EXTERNAL  BARS No extra external bars or pipe work 
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to be added  to car.  

11.  G L A S S  All glass must be removed from the car. Internal rear view 

mirror may remain.  

12.  DOORS AND BONNET  
All doors must be secured, eg chained, welded or U bolted, and bonnets likewise, 

chained, tied, bolted or firmly secured.  

13.  E X I T  Drivers exit must be minimum of 0.360 sq 

metres.  

14.  H U B C A P S  No tow ball, tongue or 

hubcaps.  

15.  H A R N E S S E S  Approved Motor Sport harnesses in all Fender -benders 

must be mounted correctly.  

16.  DIFFERENTIAL No locked differentials. Limited Slip 

Differential allowed if original.  

17.  INTRUSION BARS  
Hip intrusion bars must be fitted at a position not lower than level with drivers legs 

(knee to hip). Hip plates if fitted to be a minimum of 3mm  (1/8
th
) thickness, 

300mm (12") high and 600mm (24") long welded on three sides.  

OR 
Cross bars in the door area may be mounted between front hoop and centre hoop. 

First bar to be mounted at hip height or 350mm from floor level (which ever is 

the more suita ble) on centre hoop and sloped down to join front hoop at floor 

level. Second bar to start at the same height as the first, welded to front hoop 

and dipped down to meet centre hoop at floor level. Pipe to be 2mm x 34mm 

minimum. Triangles on 2mm sheet and c entre square to help join plates 

recommended.  

18.  FIREWALL  

The driver must be completely isolated from driveline by adequate firewall and 

transmission cover.  

19.  F U E L 

Petrol caps must be screw on or locking and firmly secured, no rubber fuel caps 

permitted. No pla stic fuel lines. Any glass fuel pump bowl is to be protected to 

the car checkers satisfaction.  

20.  EXHAUST 

All exhaust systems must extend to rear of the drivers seat, and face away from the 

drivers door.  

21.  EXTERNAL STEELWORK 
No car will be permitted to have any  external steel work including low bars with the 

exception to front and rear bumpers, which must be standard.  

22.  WINDSCREEN MESH  
To protect driver from flying objects, a steel mesh - mesh to be 150mm x 150mm (6" x 

6") maximum, must be secured halfway across t he windscreen on driver's side.  

23.  M U F F L E R S  All participating racing cars must 

run mufflers.  

24.  CARBURETOR / THROTTLE BODY Two return springs to be 

fitted in a manner so as to close the throttle shaft.  
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25.  NUMBERS  
All racing cars must have their official racing numb er marked clearly on both sides 

of the car and on the roof on a tin plate (minimum size 300mm (12" x 12") 

attached upright on roof, behind drivers seat. It is the competitor's responsibility 

to ensure that the competition numbers remain legible. While raci ng, 

competition numbers must be clearly visible to officials and lap scorers. Failure 

to comply may result in points not being awarded.
